Education Business Partnership (NW) Ltd works in partnerships with schools and businesses across the North West of England to drive economic growth by helping young people to flourish, developing their skills and nurturing the talent of our future workforce. The Careers Advisers within the team deliver information, advice and guidance to young people at key transition points to support them with their next steps around option choices, Post 16 options and Post 18/19 options.
Each young person at Woodlands School will receive 1:1 careers guidance appointment (with support of a TA if appropriate) from Year 9 to discuss the young person’s ideas around what they would like to do in the future. From the interview an action plan is created and this forms part of the discussion during the annual reviews that take place with the young person in school. The Education Business Partnership work with a wide range of Colleges, Training Providers, Employers, CIC’s alongside the Transition Social Workers and EHCP Co-ordinators and staff within School/College to ensure that all young people are supported to make a positive transition once they leave Woodlands. Our Careers Advisor also provides an introduction to careers to our younger students from year 6 – year 8 in small group sessions which focus on:
· Work experience
· Qualifications 
· Employability skills 
· Transferable skills
